There is a growing body of research saying that children and young people are no longer getting outside in nature.  There is also ample evidence that the amount of time spent in nature is the leading predictor of whether a person cares about the natural world later in life.  The average child is now spending about six hours per day watching TV, playing video games, using cells, or surfing the Web.   Author Richard Louv refers to this as causing "nature deficit disorder" in children.  The National Wildlife Federation has started a new, simple, and "doable" Green Hour(tm) Program to help anchor the next generation in the natural world and wildlife.
