This Month's Topic:  We Put the “Fun” in Fund Development
 

CAEE has come a long way since 1986, when a task force was formed to just explore the creation of an allied EE organization.  We have many great programs in place, and hundreds of members supporting the alliance.  To continue to serve the EE community and environmental education in Colorado, it is time for CAEE to stretch for the next level, and that means a move away from periodic fund raising to sustained fund development.  
 

This past Saturday, the CAEE Board of Directors gave up their usual weekend activities and donated their time and expertise to discuss CAEE fund development.  The Board started at the beginning and reviewed CAEE’s mission and projects.  Continuing along this path, the Board analyzed our strengths, opportunities, and weaknesses to determine how CAEE can better meet the needs of a broader audience.  The Board agreed that CAEE should focus on building the use of current tools (database, resource review, provider guidelines, teacher liaison network, awards, website, conference, professional development series) as opposed to developing even more projects.

The Board ran through past and current funding scenarios, and was grateful for all of the support CAEE has received over the years.  Do you know how CAEE is currently supported?  First and foremost, CAEE receives significant, ongoing support from the Colorado State Forest Service for office space, equipment, and staff.  As well, CAEE has received several large grants from the EPA Region 8: Office of EE, Suncor Energy U.S.A., and The Denver Foundation.  CAEE’s membership (YOU) supports CAEE, and several corporate sponsors provide for the conference and auction.  And how could I forget all of the folks who donate and buy all of those fabulous auction items!
 

The fun began as the Board brainstormed ideas for new funding sources that would help CAEE realize our incredible potential.  Each board member selected priority areas to work on in the coming months (see below).  
 

I will keep you up to date on the new plans that are in progress, any successes, and our pitfalls too.  I am extremely proud of all that this alliance has accomplished – “of, by and for” its membership – and would like to invite you to also be a part of the fund development at CAEE.
