Resource Reviews, very simply, are a process for evaluating EE resources (such as curricula, activity guides, program outlines, etc.) based on national Guidelines for Excellence in EE.  The process begins with a Self-Review; a self-paced study of your EE resources using the national Guidelines as a point of reference.  The insights that can be gained through this process alone are extremely valuable, but the Resource Review System offers you the opportunity to take your EE resource to the next level.  By submitting your EE resource to the Resource Review System, you will receive invaluable feedback from a 3-person peer-review team who have been trained in the Guidelines for Excellence and the Resource Review process.  Your resource can then be listed on Colorado’s EE Directory (www.caee.org) as a reviewed resource, and anyone seeking EE materials will know that you strive for excellence in the resources you provide.  

Elevate your Professional Development

Attending a Resource Review training is one of the most powerful things you can do to increase your ability to create, evaluate, and use EE resources.  Not only do you gain a comprehensive understanding of the national Guidelines for Excellence and how to apply them to your EE resources, but you also have the chance to meet other educators, share challenges and ideas, and grow professionally.   

The Resource Review System relies on a dedicated team of trained volunteer reviewers who provide thoughtful, constructive feedback for their colleagues.
