CAEE Board Meeting Minutes 11/7/07
The Board meeting convened at 3:05pm by Richard (only current officer present on conference call).  Board members present were Julie Gustafson, Linda Hamilton, Richard Jurin, Patrick Tennyson, and Diane Simmons.  Staff members present were Ali Goulstone-Sweeney.

Minutes

1. There were five candidates from four board positions.  Newly elected members were Linda Hamilton, Jill  Cooper, Kelly Keena and Hillary Mizia.  Teresa Higgins was not elected.  Ali told us that Julie Wrend would not be continuing as past-president because of health issues.  After some discussion, Julie suggested that Patrick Tennyson be asked to continue another year as past-president because of institutional memory and continuing involvement in CAEE.  Linda motioned that Patrick be accepted for another year as past-president, and Diane seconded.  The motion passed unanimously.    
2. CAEE's "Be the Change" Breakfast is on track for its first meeting on December 5, 2007, 8:30am, and has 35 people confirmed as attending at this point.

3. Ali reported that the national Legislation for the “No Child Left Inside” act has great potential to be passed by a bi-partisan congress in Washington, D.C.  It was discussed that members should call Senator Allard and ask that he be a sponsor the SB 1981.  Ali informed us that the best path would be to ask for Suzanne Singletory (Allard’s education issues liaison) and make a personal statement why we care about this bill, which would offer support for teacher training on EE with an aim to producing an environmental literacy plan in K-12 schools across the country.  This bill proposes $100 million to be released to support this act.  Julie is heading up CAEE’s committee to support this effort at the state level in Colorado.   
4. Ali reported that CAEE had met over $25,000 in pledges for the endowment fund.  The auction brought in about $6000 which was less than the $11,000 of the previous year, but less much investment was seen for this year in auction items donated overall.  Kate took on a large share of successfully handling the auction, which freed up Amanda to handle the Colorado Environmental Film Festival (CEFF) more efficiently.  The CEFF was deemed a great success with over 600 people in attendance over the three days (data still being evaluated).
5. Trees were purchased for Julie Wrend – but Ali went with a different company.  20 trees were able to be planted for about the same price.  Please send your donations directly to Ali and not CAEE.

The next board meet will be January 17, 2008, 9-11am in Golden (or by conference call for those unable to attend in person).
Richard motioned to Adjourn, Julie seconded.  The meeting was adjourned at 3:40pm with unanimous approval.
