CAEE Committee Descriptions and Time Commitments

Teaching Outside the Box Conference Planning Committee:  This active committee plans and carries out the CAEE annual statewide professional development conference, Teaching OUTSIDE the Box by overseeing site selection, logistics, publicity and programming.  Members may contribute in many ways -- from identifying and contacting speakers to handling conference registration.  This Committee also provides recommendations about other special conferences with which CAEE should become involved.  This committee meets monthly throughout the year with the exception of summers, when there are no meetings, and immediately before the conference, when there are additional meetings.  Meetings are held weekday afternoons, generally, at the CAEE office in Golden.  Committee members can also participate by phone.
Colorado Environmental Film Festival Committee:  Each year, CAEE sponsors a fundraising and public relations event.  This event bridges the gap to individuals who are not otherwise associated with CAEE.  For the past three years CAEE has hosted “The Colorado Environmental Film Festival” which is a celebration of the power of film to inspire, educate, and motivate audiences while raising awareness of a wide variety of interconnected ecological, social, and economic themes. The current focus is on the recruitment of sponsors for financial support and organization of the details for the annual auction/celebration and film festival programming.  The Film Festival committee meets during the week in the evenings about once a month and more often as the festival nears.
Awards Committee: Each year, CAEE sponsors an awards and recognition program, honoring demonstrated leadership in developing effective EE programs which are collaborative and cross-sector by design.  This committee guides the annual awards program by overseeing the nomination and selection process.  The majority of the work of the awards committee is to read and evaluate the nominations.  The committee only meets in person about 4 times a year on weekdays during business hours.
Communications and Outreach Committee: The focus of this committee is on building support for environmental education on a broad scale.  The committee hosts a forum on education, develops calls for action to support legislation, and works to take advantage of other opportunities to make environmental education a societal priority.  This committee defines the communications, outreach, and program functions of CAEE and oversees the stewardship of the Colorado Environmental Education Master Plan.  The group suggests publicity and news media materials for organizational visibility and issues management. Currently, this committee is working to develop state legislation for environmental education and preparing the framework for a state environmentally literacy plan (as required by NCLI legislation).  The committee meets monthly on weekdays during normal business hours.
Diversity and Inclusiveness Committee: This committee serves to empower CAEE and its member organizations to make the field of environmental education more inclusive.  Work of the committee includes recruitment, outreach, and development of strategies to increase diversity of environmental educators, increase knowledge and skills related to inclusiveness, and increase abilities of environmental educators to successfully reach out to diverse audiences.  The Diversity and Inclusiveness committee meets monthly at the CAEE office in Golden, CO.  The meetings are on weekdays and vary from mornings to afternoons.
Certification Committee: After having completed the first round of certifications one thing is for sure – a successful program has been developed!  Through a consensus approach, by EE leaders in Colorado, certification for environmental educators is brand new! Colorado is one of only a handful of states that have developed a certification process. If you are interested in helping launch the second round of Certification of Environmental Educators Program this is the committee for you.  Help us to market the program, accept portfolios, continue to update rubrics, and certify educators!  The certification committee meets bi-monthly on weekdays during business hours.
Green Team: By becoming a member of the Green Team you will work to ensure a financially stable future for the Alliance.  This committee helps plan CAEE's annual fundraising breakfast and advises the organization on other fundraising goals.  The Green Team meets quarterly on weekday evenings.
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
